I f_b rm qgr ml rfgq dmp _ dcu b_wq rm pc_jjw amlrcknj_rc uf_r rfc amppcar 
way to address this issue is.  As you know, during official meetings or functions (outside 
of get-togethers, parties, pot luck dinners, etc.,) the Knights of Columbus does not and 
will not promote political party affiliations or candidates.   Doing so can be interpreted 
as an official stance by the Knights of Columbus or the Catholic Church.   
That being said, outside of official functions, we cannot censor our Brothers from 
voicing their displeasure about persons, issues, or even the President himself.  I can 
only ask our Brothers be conscious of those who may overhear such statements of 
displeasure and how it may affect them in their stance and political beliefs.  Please do 
not send out e-mails to the entire council if there is even the slightest chance the topic 
could offend any one of our Brothers.  Through conversations, one knows who has the 
same political stances as ourselves, so if you have something to share to those who 
believe as you do, only send it to them.   
The letter also stated there are quite a few of us who are retired or prior military and we 
took an Oath to support and defend the Constitution of the United States of America and 
the officers appointed over us, to include the President of the United States.  Nowhere in 
the Oath does it state we no longer have a voice and are to forever keep our mouths shut 
if we are not satisfied with the performance of those officers appointed over us.  What it 
does state is we will obey a direct order from those individuals, regardless of our 
opinions, unless the safety of those we are responsible are put into jeopardy.   
It is very hard to handle this matter without putting my own personal opinions into the

Father Michael J. McGivney was a 29-year-old assistant pastor at St. Mary's Church in 
New Haven, Conn., when he founded the Knights of Columbus in 1882. Father 
McGivney's holiness, devotion to priestly ministry and work to protect family life 
provide a powerful spiritual influence for Knights of Columbus, their family members 
and a growing number of other Catholics.  
 
Father McGivney's cause for canonization was opened in 1997 by then Archbishop 
Daniel A. Cronin of Hartford, Conn. Its diocesan phase has been completed. The 
Congregation for the Causes of Saints at the Vatican is currently reviewing Father 
McGivney's life and works and investigating two reported miracles attributed to his 
intercession.  
 
The Knights of Columbus has established the Father Michael J. McGivney Guild to 
provide people with information about his life, works and spirituality. If you are 
interested in joining the Father McGivney Guild, please visit the Father McGivney Web 
site.
